Communications Commission (FCC)-approved multiband radio 
covering the entire public safety spectrum.  In July 2009, DHS 
announced the 14 sites selected for pilot testing.

The radio is made in the USA—manufactured at Thales 
Communications’ Clarksburg, Maryland, headquarters facilities in one 
of the company’s two state-of-the-art manufacturing plants.
